  Each one had a story to tell. Most of them were caught on conspiracy charges. All of them had opportunities in life. They said it was very easy to be trailed by FBI. Most of them were caught years after the crime was committed. Many of them were not from the state of Florida.

  One of the prisoners was from Brooklyn, New York. In the prison system if you cause any problems or you are in the prison with people you know. You are transferred immediately. If you happen to die in prison, the state will hold your body until you serve your time.

 Life in prison is hard and long. Many of the man the spoke to us were incarcerated since the 1980’s. many of them have seen violent acts and people die, while in jail. Most attacks in jail happen due to a person you hurt on the street. Their family members get revenge in the jailhouse.
